I am going to attempt to put this drum 
to rest. 

The head is beaten and worn, and the 
sticks are cracked!

For hopefully the last time I will 
suggest; support those who support 
you at all levels! 

As stated earlier, the best support you 
receive may not be local or regional.

Strange alliances develop when there is 
money, sex or power at stake. 

Hopefully only two of these apply in 
your enterprise fund!

Your store is an asset to your city, 
constantly strive to improve it!
 
If you can’t or won’t, give the keys to 
someone who will!

Lobster, cucumber IPA; not today!

I am surprised at, times, what new 
product resonates in the imagination of 
my consumers. 

I also understand many imaginative 
flavor combinations greatly enhance the 
construction of a cocktail.  

I just need the tools to inform my 
customers of these options but the 
resources don’t seem to be available.

I believe supporting local businesses is 
more beneficial to the local economy.

I try to shop for my produce at farmer’s 
markets, I buy most of my gifts from 
local vendors and artists, my free range 
beef; which tastes infinitely better by 
the way, is purchased from local 
producers. 

Shopping locally gives me the 
advantage of seeing the face of the 
person who aged my favorite cheddar
or designed the necklace I purchased as 
a gift. 

I also have a reasonable  certainty my 
purchase will benefit the local economy 
and the money will be circulated 
locally.

We have approximately 25 linear feet 
of Minnesota artisanal spirits at Rogers 
Wine and Spirits.

However, the support we receive from 
our local distilleries and breweries is 
disproportionate.
